MINUTES OF COMMITTEE MEETING OF THE ENTIDAD DE

EL CAPSO ON 2 JUNE 2009.

Present :   Les Asquith, Babs Coleman, Teresa Knowles, Peter Widdop.

1. Babs informed the meeting that at 1 June 2009, 32 households had paid the subscription of 30 euros which became due immediately after the A.G.M. held on 24 November 2008.   Peter to write to those who have not paid with a reminder.

2. Barry Sylvestre is to continue to carry out work on our behalf.   As a reminder, Barry’s work includes weed killing on the highway, cutting down overhanging branches where dangerous and/or impeding vision, sweeping up highway debris, special sweeping and clearance at the basura, maintaining the irrigation to the basura area, weed removal to the landscaped area at the junction of Penyes Roges/ La Rota, burning quemador material regularly, plus any other work deemed necessary to enhance the general condition of El Capso.   From now on Barry will pick up any spillage at the basura on a weekly basis and he will also fit a timer to the water supply surrounding the basura.

3. A water supply at the landscaped area has now been promised to be installed during week commencing 8 June 2009.   Teresa will speak again to the Mayor if this promise is broken.

4. Burning will take place at the quemador on 3 June, 10 June and 17 June 2009.   On 18 June the front will be meshed over to prevent further depositing and in the interests of safety, material will not be burnt until 16 September 2009.   It is suggested that residents may either store their garden waste until then or use the Eco-Park in Denia or elsewhere.

5. Action Plan Items.

.a).   A sum of 250 euros is available for erecting a screen around three sides of the basura.   In view of the fairly low level of subscriptions received so far and the fact that the oleanders planted some two years ago are thriving, the committee feels that it would be imprudent to spend 250 euros at this time on such an item.   The committee also note that approval to the erection of a screen was granted by members on 24 November 2008.   Any member who objects to this reversal of decision, please contact Peter.

b).   A sum of 60 euros was approved by members on 24 November 2008 to be spent on painting the basura walls.   Again , in view of the subscription level and the fact that the condition of the walls is satisfactory, this item from the Action Plan is removed.

c).   A sum of 100 euros was approved by members on 24 November 2008 for the provision and fixing of 4 street nameplates at Penyes Roges /La Rota junction and Penyes Roges/ La Solana junction.   Teresa is to ask the Mayor to carry this out at Town Hall expense.

6. General Information

a).
Crimes-----if you wish to report a crime, you do not have to telephone the police in the first instance.   Simply telephone 902 102 112 to report the crime.   The receiver will then transcribe what you say on to his computer (in English) and then e-mail his report to Denia Police Station.   He will also give you a crime incident number, which is the point of reference to be used at the police station subsequently.   The police officer at Denia will give you a paper copy of the report, which you then sign.   This report may be used for insurance purposes.

b)
 Noise-----if you rent your property out or have members of your family staying when you are absent, please inform them that El Capso is a residential area and that noise should be kept to a minimum (although sometimes difficult), especially during the accepted siesta hours between 1 p.m. and 4 p.m.   People who live here full-time certainly do not wish to spoil visitors’ enjoyment of El Capso, but those who do live here do not want their enjoyment spoilt either.
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
