Minutes of the Entidad Committee meeting held at
25 La Solana on 7th February 2008
The meeting opened at 1100hrs.

Approval of the minutes of the meeting held on 13 December 2007
The minutes were deemed correct by those present and signed by the Chairman.
Matters arising from the minutes
1)  The rebuilding of the bridge at the eastern end of the urbanisation has now been almost completed.   It is now wider and has three drainage culverts instead of two.   The bridge will be opened to traffic by the end of February.
2)  The road access to the west end of the urbanisation has now been repaired and some hard standing created at the side to allow vehicles to pass.
3)  New drainage, primarily outside numbers 16 & 40 La Rota has still to be dealt with by the Alcalde and a start date has to be set.
4)  It was noted that one of our bins had gone missing; some concern was expressed that it was the urbanisation’s responsibility to bear the cost of a replacement, this is to be looked into.   It was also felt that more information should be posted on the permanent basura site as to the disposal of garden rubbish and white goods etc.
5)  Garden rubbish is still being placed in the old quemador (unbelievably by unbolting the weld mesh from the front, depositing the refuse, and then replacing the weld mesh).   Discussion took place over the need to retain the facility as it has been closed for 3 months and whether it should now be demolished.   It was decided to remove the weld mesh and fill the aperture with concrete blocks thus allowing its re-use in the future should the village facility disappear.
6)  Pereto are to be reminded of their responsibility, yet again, to resurface and landscape the road where they have constructed new properties and also at the junction of La Rota and Penyes Roges.
Non Payment of fees

After some discussion about non payment of fees and the many reasons put forward by some residents as to why they should not pay, it was agreed that :-

“The El Capsó Entidad will pursue a course of action in the future that complies totally with Spanish law on this matter and use the monies available wisely in the best interests of the urbanisation as a whole”.

A letter is in preparation to the 2006/2007 non-payers to be signed by the Alcalde.    If there is no appropriate reaction after three weeks, this will be followed by a prosecution by our legal advisors.
The Treasurers Report
It was stated that to date only 37 households had paid their fees for 2007/2008, which were due on 1 November 2007.   The fund was solvent for the purposes of normal expenditure, but if fees were forthcoming from the non-payers it would allow more to be done in the way of improvements for the benefit of all. He also discovered that the Bank were willing to operate a Direct Debit system at no cost to us for the collection of fees. This was noted and thought by all to be a good idea, but put on hold until payment of fees, as a whole, was resolved.
It was hoped that non-payers in 2007/2008 would not assume the status of non- payers in 2006/2007 for whatever reason and pay the equivalent of 58 centimos per. week without undue delay.

General Tidying of the Urbanisation
The system of employing one person (Barry) for 4 hours a month to look after clearance of overhanging shrubbery and general weeds in the kerbsides seems to be working well.   As such it was decided to continue and adjust the hours marginally up or down if the need arises.
Concern was expressed about the imminent cutting down of the olive tree by the basura.   It is illegal in Spain to cut down olive trees and as such it will now only be trimmed. 

Iberdrola
The electricity tower on La Rota is in need of repainting.   Iberdrola are to be contacted as soon as possible to progress this matter.
Basura site

The Alcalde will be reminded of the need to provide a water tap at this site.

Stop signs and lines

The Alcalde will be reminded of the need to complete the work started last summer.

Speeding signs

The committee agreed to have erected four signs, two directional and two regarding safety and driving speed in El Capsó.   The Alcalde has agreed to fund these.

Any other business
1)  It has been brought to the committee’s attention that residents having building work done are in some cases allowing builders to treat highways as construction sites.   It was felt that in most cases it was the builders who had taken liberties but residents employing builders should ensure that no mixing up or depositing piles of materials on the highway takes place.
2)  The urbanisation has a welcome pack to give to new residents.   On the whole it is well produced but does need updating.   The committee felt that it could possibly be bound in a more professional manner when updated.
