 Approval of the minutes of the meeting held on 15.11.2007
The minutes were deemed correct by those present and signed by the Chairman.

Matters arising from the minutes
1.         The rebuilding of the bridge at the eastern end of the urbanisation has now been evaluated by the Alcalde.   It will be repaired as soon as possible and it’s width increased to 6 meters.
2.         The road access to the west end of the urbanisation is to be repaired and some hard standing created at its side to allow vehicles to pass.
3.          New drainage primarily outside numbers 16 and 40 La Rota could prove costly, but will be undertaken by the Alcalde during 2008.
4.          The refuse bins will remain where they are at the west entrance, until a new refuse collection contractor is appointed or until the bridge is repaired, whichever is the sooner.   The permanent position of the basura on Dels Plans is to have the inside walls painted, the trees cut and a tap fitted prior to its reinstatement.
5.                  A change to the opening times of the new burning facility (piscina) was requested but declined by the Alcalde.   The opening times remain therefore as 12.00 hours to13.00 hours, Monday to Friday.   A further request would be posted asking residents not to use the old quemador.   Les Asquith has agreed to organise a team to deep clean the old quemador and to assist in this, the committee agreed to order a skip should it be necessary.
6.                  Problems with street lighting have been resolved in the new part of El Capsó and no changes are proposed.   No changes are proposed for the older part of the urbanisation. 
7.                  Pereto are to be reminded of their responsibility to resurface and landscape the road and adjacent areas where they have constructed new properties. They will be pursued to undertake and complete two such areas in the first half of 2008.
 Treasurer’s Report
 The Treasurer indicated that currently there were 72 non-payers and that he intended to send out a reminder letter to the defaulters as they may have been confused by the change of payment date.   There was, however, a core of residents that simply do not wish to pay and indeed still owe last year’s subscriptions.   It was agreed that the Alcalde be further pressed to write to the persistent non-payers, reminding them of Spanish law with respect to Entidads and requesting payment.   This would take place soon and will precede any legal action taken by the committee in its mandate from residents to recover funds.

 Highway Improvements 
After discussion the committee agreed to ask the Alcalde for more substantial speed bumps as the existing ones are ineffective.   In addition, signs are to be placed at each entrance to the urbanisation warning drivers of people walking and the general need to reduce speed within El Capsó.

 Volunteers
 During the past year some residents have offered their services to assist the committee with various jobs that have needed to be done.   It was agreed that a letter of thanks be sent to these people.   The Chairman stated that he would deal with this matter.
