MINUTES OF COMMITTEE MEETING OF THE ENTIDAD DE EL CAPSO
 ON 29 JANUARY 2009.

Present : Les Asquith, Babs Coleman, Teresa Knowles, Peter Widdop.
1. Previous mayoral decisions.   Peter to write to the Mayor, Teresa to translate, regarding all decisions taken by the Mayor which have not yet been acted upon.   Concerns: provision of white lines on roads, patching of roads, provision of water supply at Penyes Roges/La Rota, provision of additional refuse bins, provision of street nameplates and reinstatement of trenches near quemador.
2. Drainage works at 16 La Rota.   Money to purchase materials has been secured from the Town Hall.   This issue is no longer a matter for the committee although Les will observe proceedings.
3. Barry Sylvestre.    Barry continues to work for the Entidad on a regular basis, including cleaning up the basura fortnightly.   Les will oversee Barry’s progress.   Any requests for Barry’s services on the highway or adjacent thereto, please channel through Les.   Barry will re-fix the damaged sign by the bridge as soon as possible.
4. The 2008 / 2009 Action Plan.   The provision and erection of a screen behind the basura will be carried out during March/April 2009.   The planting of extra trees at the junction of Penyes Roges/La Rota will be carried out as soon as a water supply is secured.   Repair to the buzon roof, solar lighting to the buzon and the fixing of signs at the basura will be carried out during February and March 2009.
5. Collection of subscriptions.   These became due on 1 November 2008 but obviously not viable until after the A.G.M.   Babs will be sending out reminders in due course but readers of this note should take this as a gentle first reminder that subscriptions are now due.   Please give or send your 30 euros to Babs at 30 Penyes Roges or via. Buzon 130.   Cash is preferred to cheques as it saves on bank charges.
6. On-.going roadworks at La Rota.   The committee has expressed its view to both the Town Hall staff and Pereto of “the need for speed” to complete the roadworks.   No such commitment has been received but it is anticipated that the works will not extend into March 2009.
7. Burning garden waste.   There has been some confusion regarding the Orba rules for domestic burning of garden waste in the past with each Town Hall official having his or her view.   Teresa will consult with them and “the rules” will be passed on to all well before the onset on spring and summer.   Our own quemador is not subject to a permit.
8. Pereto materials on highway   Teresa is to ask Pereto to remove their construction equipment and materials from outside their new built house in La Solana.
9. Other information from the Mayor

a. The Mayor would try and stop the abuse of water boxes suffered by some residents but indicated that they were privately owned and if damaged and/or missing, they should be mended/replaced by the individual property owners.

b. There is to be a new road built off Dels Plans towards the cemetery.   Although a parking area will be provided at the cemetery entrance, the new road is not expected to generate much of an increase in traffic.
c. The highway diversion route from just past Pereto’s offices and which will emerge almost opposite “Natura” has just started.   It will be 18 metres wide, with street lighting, some trees and a considerable number of parking bays along its length.
d. A final decision on the site for the proposed industrial estate is expected before 2011.   The most likely location (approved by the present administration) is opposite Porta d’Orba, along the Benidoleig Road.
e. The Eco Park will not now be up and running in March 2009.   An operational start is now expected in 2010.
f. A new contract for refuse collection has not been negotiated so collections before 10 p.m. are unlikely in the near future.
